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1. Introduction
In the last RAN1 meeting, there have been some discussion regarding UE categories [1][2]. Continuing this discussion, further issue is discussed in this document.
2. Discussion on UE category
According to the proposals in [1] and [2], overall view was that the UE categories for DC-HSDPA would be similar to the ones supporting MIMO operation. In that sense we share the similar view with the proposal in [2]. We agree with 4 new categories for DC-HSDPA corresponding to categories 15, 16, 19 and 20 for MIMO operation.
In addition, one thing to note is ‘the maximum number of HS-DSCH codes received’. TS25.306 says that it defines the maximum number of HS-DSCH codes the UE is capable of receiving. For dual-cell HSDPA capable UE, it could be interpreted either per cell or in total. Therefore, in order not to cause unnecessary misunderstanding, a clarification on the term would be necessary. It would be good to hear the other companies’ view and we are open to discuss on this.
Proposal: It is required to clarify the term of ‘the maximum number of HS-DSCH codes received’ for DC-HSDPA.
