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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 thanks RAN2 for their LS on the scope and reference for the parameter “sameRefSignalsInNeighbour”. 

RAN1 proposes that this parameter be used to indicate whether the neighbour cells transmit a second antenna port or not. As already noted by RAN2, this parameter would then be useful to the UE for RSRP measurement purposes. If a second antenna port was present in the neighbour cells it would enable the UE to generate a more accurate RSRP measurement without uncertainty as to whether the second antenna port was present or not. This benefit would apply to FDD as well as TDD, meaning that the scope limitation can be removed.
For clarity, RAN1 recommends that the TRUE value of the parameter “sameRefSignalsInNeighbour” corresponds to “UE may assume that the neighbour cells have more than one antenna port”. RAN1 also suggests that RAN2 considers renaming the parameter simply “RefSignalsInNeighbour”.
2. Actions:

To RAN2:

RAN1 kindly asks RAN2 to take the above information into account when finalising the handling of the parameter “sameRefSignalsInNeighbour”.
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
