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1. Overall Description:

During RAN1 #54 meeting and the subsequent email reflector discussions, some changes have been made to section 6.11.1.2 of TS 36.211, which states the following in the latest v8.4.0:
“…The UE shall not assume that the primary synchronization signal is transmitted on the same antenna port as any of the downlink reference signals. The UE shall not assume that any transmission instance of the primary synchronization signal is transmitted on the same antenna port, or ports, used for any other transmission instance of the primary synchronization signal.”

RAN1 recognized that RAN4 defines time alignment between transmitter branches in section 6.5.3 of TS36.104. RAN1 would like to obtain the confirmation from RAN4 that this requirement is applied to all transmit signals including synchronization signals.

2. Actions:

RAN1 kindly asks RAN4 whether above understandings are correct.
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
