Overall description:
RAN1 would like to thank RAN4 on the LS on UE Emissions in R4-082585/R1-083955.

After discussions, RAN WG1 has the following comments and requests for clarification on the issues raised by RAN WG4.
· Option 1: RAN WG1 concurs that Option 1 makes use of existing options in the standards. . 
· Option 2: RAN WG1 thinks that Option 2 requires a change to the PUCCH frequency position defined in RAN WG1 36.211 specification in section 5.4.3.  Other changes to the RAN1 specifications due to a potential introduction of option 2 cannot be precluded although no specific additional changes were discussed.
· Option 3: RAN WG1 does not anticipate any impact on RAN WG1 specifications regarding this option.
· RAN1 also discussed the possibility to use other tools in the existing specifications such as ACK/NACK repetition, or scheduling restrictions involving sending control information only on PUSCH.

RAN WG1 also discussed the need to better understand the maturity of the proposed solutions such as RB offset values, the out-of-band emission level targets, and UE maximum power reduction values.  RAN1 notes that the RB offset values in Table 1 are tentative (i.e. within square brackets).  Any clarification on the range of the values would help RAN WG1 better decide between the provided options.  Further RAN1 would appreciate feedback on whether the RB offset values proposed in Table 1 in R4-082585 are conditioned on the UE maximum power reduction (MPR) or if they are independent?  In case they are dependent, can the RB offset value be reduced given larger MPR?  Providing this information will allow RAN WG1 to choose the appropriate option.
