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1. Overall Description:
RAN4 would like to thank RAN1 for the LS in R1-084649 on ACK/NACK repetition factors. RAN4 has investigated this issue and the output is as follows:
The minimum requirement for PRACH format 2, i.e. the missed detection rate of 1%, is about -12dB (-11.67dB). Minimum requirement for PUCCH with repetition factors 4 and 6 are -11.0 and -12.4 respectively, which approximates the requirement for PRACH. 
2. Response
PUCCH ACK/NAK repetition factors already specified by RAN1 are good enough to compensate the PUCCH coverage limitation, and there is no need for consideration of any additional PUCCH ACK/NAK repetition factors.
3. Actions to RAN1
RAN4 kindly asks RAN WG1 to take the above response into account.
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
