The following addresses both Question 1 and 2.
3GPP refers to the femtocell as a home cell served by the Home Node-B (HNB) and Home E-UTRAN Node-B (HeNB). The HNB serves a femtocell in UTRAN. The HeNB serves a femtocell in E-UTRAN. 

In TR 25.820 “3G Home NodeB Study Item Technical Report”, Section 5.3.3 “Interference scenario 2 DL HNB ( Macro UE” it is stated:

“When specifying HNB behaviour, it is the goal of this study item to avoid any RAN1 impact if possible.”
This goal was indeed achieved, as no specific HNB or HeNB impact was identified relative to RAN1.
Hence:

· RAN1 technical specifications do not address HNB or HeNB in any specific manner.

· Also as a result, RAN1 has not had a need to define a femtocell (or equivalent).

However, TS 22.011 “Service Accessibility”, Section 8 “Support of Home NodeB and Home E-NodeB” provides the following general description:

Access to 3G and evolved 3G (EPS) services may be provided via UTRAN or E-UTRAN cellular base stations belonging to e.g. domestic, business, commercial enterprises. This type of access may be provided by the PLMN by means of NodeBs referred to as Home Node B (HNB) and Home eNode B (HeNB) respectively. The HNB/HeNB provides services to Closed Subscriber Group (CSG) and membership, including temporary membership, is managed by both the registered owner and the network operator. 

2. Recommendation
Please take the above information into consideration when synthesizing a coordinated TSG-RAN response to ITU-R WP 5D.
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
