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1. Introduction

Some decisions on layer mapping has been made in the last meeting [1] as follows

· Definition of DM-RS port resource with two CDM groups for rank>2
· 1st CDM group :{port-7, port-8, port-11, port-13}

· 2nd CDM group :{port-9, port-10, port-12, port-14}

· DM-RS port to layer mapping for rank>2

· Layer n corresponds to port-(n+7), n=0,…,7

· One-to-one mapping between DM-RS port and layer

· FFS

· DM-RS details for retransmission
In this contribution, we further share our views on layer mapping for re-transmission. Basically, we prefer a mapping scheme should be applicable to both initial transmission and re-transmission. 
2. Layer mapping for re-transmission
When two codewords are enabled for re-transmission, the same layer mapping as in initial transmission should be used. Namely, given a transmission rank R, layer 
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 corresponds to port (n+7), where n=0,…,R-1. For the case of rank higher than 2, two CDM groups will be always reserved as DM-RS while for rank 2, only one CDM group is used as DM-RS.
Another case is to support layer mapping for single-codeword re-transmission, where a codeword can be associated with up to 4 layers based on the agreed codeword-to-layer mapping in Rel-10 [2]. 

· For rank 3-4 with single-CW re-transmission, we think layer mapping should follow rank 3-4 mapping scheme, where two CDM groups will be kept the same as DM-RS as in initial transmission.

· For rank 1-2 with single-CW re-transmission, we think layer mapping should follow rank 1-2 mapping scheme, which means 1st CDM group is used as DM-RS while 2nd CDM group is used for data transmission. Although RE mapping is different from initial transmission, in which two CDM groups are reserved as DM-RS, there is no any impact on HARQ processing, e.g. resource allocation, redundancy version control, combining method.
In a word, for both two codewords and single codeword enabled re-transmission, layer mapping should follow the same mapping scheme as in initial transmission, i.e.

· Given a transmission rank R, layer 
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 corresponds to port (n+7), where n=0,…,R-1.
