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1. Overall Description

RAN4 agreed to the way forward in [1] in order to complete the RSTD requirements including those related to muting and to complete the LTE Positioning Work Item in a timely manner.
As a consequence of this agreement and the RAN2/3 action to provide signaling support for muting, RAN4 kindly requests RAN1 to specify that the UE can assume that each individual cell’s PRS EPRE is constant over all subframes within a PRS positioning occasion of that cell. A PRS positioning occasion comprises of NPRS (1 ≤NPRS ≤ 6) downlink positioning subframes as defined in 3GPP TS 36.211. 
2. Actions
To TSG-RAN1: RAN4 kindly requests RAN1 to specify the UE behaviour such that the UE can assume that each individual cell’s PRS EPRE is constant over all subframes within a PRS positioning occasion of that cell　RAN4 kindly requests RAN1 to take into account this recommendation already in the RAN1#61 meeting and update the specification accordingly in order to complete the LTE Positioning Work Item on time for Rel-9.
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
