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However, the two conditions in the first bullet are not logically complete. The first condition only defines the constraint on the PDSCH transmission but omits the constraint on the PDCCH indicating downlink SPS release. Thus, it is ambiguous that the condition is valid or not when there is a PDCCH indicating downlink SPS release. Also, the second condition only defines the constraint on the PDCCH indicating downlink SPS release but omits the constraint on the PDSCH transmission. Thus, it is ambiguous that the condition is valid or not when there is any PDSCH transmission.
