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1 Introduction

It was raised in the email discussion after RAN1 #69 meeting that the introduction of inter-band TDD CA with different UL-DL configurations requires a specification change in the following paragraph in section 4.2 of 36.211 that needs to be resolved [1]:
“In case multiple cells are aggregated, the UE may assume the same uplink-downlink configuration across all the cells and that the guard period of the special subframe in the different cells have an overlap of at least 
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2 Discussion and proposal
There are two points that need to be reconsidered with the introduction of inter-band TDD CA with different UL-DL configurations in rel-11:
· The assumption of the same UL-DL configuration across the cells

In Rel-11, only the cells within the same band need to be assumed with the same UL-DL configurations, which was already discussed in RAN2 [2].
In 36.211, this assumption is not needed in Rel-11 if RAN2 captures it as in [2].
· The assumption on the overlap period of the guard period
We consider that the assumption still applies that the guard period of the special subframe in the different cells have an overlap of at least 
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, unless the UE is capable of full-duplex and the configured cells are in different bands.

However, it is simple and of no harm to state all the UEs may assume the guard period of the special subframe in the different cells have an overlap of at least 
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So we propose to capture the following change to the specification:

“In case multiple cells are aggregated, the UE may assume the guard period of the special subframe in the different cells have an overlap of at least
