2 Proposed TP: Conclusions 
The RAN WGs concluded that it is feasible to support transport for V2V, V2I/N and V2P services over Uu. In case of congested scenarios UL enhancements to the SPS protocol and DL enhancements to multicast (MBMS) delivery are beneficial from performance perspective.
The RAN WGs concluded that it is feasible to support transport V2I and V2P services over PC5. Some changes in terms of resource allocation and UE capabilities requirements compared to the PC5 interface currently being specified for V2V transport over PC5 [2] have been identified as beneficial from UE complexity and energy efficiency perspectives in case of V2P.
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
