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1. Overall Description:
RAN1 thanks RAN2 for the liaison statement “LS on Message 3 size for NR” R1-1803582(R2-1804073) and provides answers to the questions in the following paragraphs.

Question: RAN2 would like to hear feedback from RAN1 about the possible transport block size that can be supported for MSG3. For reference, LTE supports 56 bits and 72 bits (including MAC header of 1 octet). Based on the status of RAN2 discussion we expect that NR will require a larger size. RAN2 respectfully asks RAN1 to provide the possible transport block size of CCCH SDU + MAC header (2 octets) delivered as message 3 for NR.
Answer: From L1 specification perspective, MSG3 can be scheduled across 1 to 273 PRBs, the maximum number of PRBs in a BWP, with corresponding payload sizes from 3 to around 10000 bytes according to the TBS calculation from section 5.1.3 of TS 38.214. 

RAN1 has investigated the link performance for MSG3 payload and found that payloads in the order of 20 bytes can be supported in maximum coverage scenarios.

2. Actions:
To RAN2 group.
