	In TS38.214, the threshold for the default QCL assumption for ap-CSI-RS is still open, when the reported UE capability in FG2-28 is {224,336}.  The candidate value of {224, 336} is related to panel activation for ap-CSI-RS measurement, rather than normal beam switching. Consequently, if one value of {224, 336} is reported as UE capability for ap-CSI-RS, as one straightforward solution, the maximum value of the lowest three values in FG2-28, i.e., 48, should be applied as the threshold for beam switching for ap-CSI-RS.

Besides, the default QCL assumption for AP-CSI-RS should be added according to the agreement in RAN1#94bis and on account of CA case.
