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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 would like to thank RAN2 for LS on the total RRC Configuration size. 
In the LS, RAN2 has asked RAN1 to provide typical RRC configurations with realistic parameters values for, e.g. BWP-Uplink,  BWP-Downlink, CSI-RS resources, RA resources, CSI-ReportConfig etc., considering huge RRC configuration size in NR and the limited RRC buffer size at the UE side, as a reference for UE implementation to store the overall RRC configuration in RAN2 specification. Moreover, RAN2 has also agreed with a starting point of RRC buffer size of 45 kbytes (implication of this value to be analysed and the number finalized at RAN2 #104). 

Given above information, RAN1 can confirm that the RRC buffer size of 45kbytes can be sufficient for the total size of typical RRC configurations for FR1 and FR2 from RAN1 perspective.
