3GPP RAN1 appreciates the LS that ETSI BRAN recently sent in relation to:

· Clarifications of various aspects of EN 301 893

· A request to comment on a proposal in ETSI BRAN to ban or restrict the use of no/short LBT in the next revision of EN 301 893, and to change other rules for the transmission of short control signaling
Regarding the first topic, 3GPP RAN1 thanks ETSI BRAN for taking the time to provide the clarifications. 
On the clarifications provided in points a) through e) when an initiating device provides more than one grant to a responding device during a single channel occupancy, RAN1 would like to clarify that while LTE-LAA and the currently being developed NR-U specifications may provide ample scheduling flexibility, it is up to the eNB/gNB to ensure that regulatory requirements are met. Therefore, it is well understood that some scheduling constraints need to be followed when more than one grant is provided to a responding device. Hence, it is RAN1’s understanding that for the case where more than one grant is provided to a responding device, 3GPP Rel-14/15 LTE-LAA specifications allow behaviour that is consistent with the provided clarifications and this is also expected to be the case for NR-U specifications currently being developed.

On the clarifications provided in points 1) through 3) ETSI TC BRAN mentioned a “proposed NR-U feature that reduces the grant resolution time to sub 100 µs”. RAN1 is unsure of what is meant by “grant resolution time”. Clarifications are requested from ETSI TC BRAN.

Regarding ETSI TC BRAN’s question on banning no LBT transmissions for the short control signalling clause in EN 301 893, RAN1 had some discussion and the RAN1 view is the clause 4.2.7.3.3 is used by LTE-LAA, even though a short LBT is additionally applied. There is no consensus on the proposal to (1) ban the use of no LBT transmissions and (2) to restrict the use of short LBT transmissions so that it can only be used 1% of time rather than 5% as currently defined in the clause on Short Control Signalling Transmissions. There is also no consensus on limiting NR-U DRS transmissions to a 1% limit. Furthermore, reducing 5% transmission limit to 1% transmission limit would not be consistent with the behaviour of a device implementing LTE-LAA and is not preferred.
It is RAN1’s understanding that the next revision of EN 301 893 is being drafted by ETSI TC BRAN based on WI REN/BRAN-230016, for which a final draft for approval is planned by 2019-05-15. RAN1 would like to understand from ETSI TC BRAN whether discussion on the proposal to revise the clause on short control signaling is considered essential for the completion of WI REN/BRAN-230016.
