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1. Overall Description:
RAN1 would like to thank RAN2 for the observation about the statement ‘per frequency layer’ in relation to the CSI-RS-Resource-Mobility.
RAN1 has agreed that a UE configured with the higher layer parameters CSI-RS-Resource-Mobility may expect to be configured with a limited number of CSI-RS resources (96 or 64) per frequency layer to limit the UE complexity. The statement ‘per frequency layer’ should be interpreted in that context, i.e., as strictly as possible. Hence, small differences in the configuration of the CSI-RSs should not mean that the CSI-RSs are thought of as belonging to different frequency layers.
From RAN1s point of view, only if two CSI-RS resources can be fully contained inside a frequency range corresponding to the maximum frequency span of a CSI-RS-Resource-Mobility resource, i.e., 264PRBs, these two CSI-RSs belong to the same frequency layer. For the purpose of the RAN1 specification, it does not matter if the two CSI-RSs have different subcarrier spacings: if the two CSI-RS resources can be fully contained inside a frequency span of 264PRBs for the larger subcarrier spacing, the CSI-RS resources belong to the same frequency layer. For example, a configuration with 50 CSI-RS resources with one subcarrier spacing and 50 CSI-RS resources with another subcarrier spacing would violate the spirit of the RAN1 agreements.
It is RAN1s understanding that these limitations should be clearly captured in the RAN1 specification, i.e., in 38.214. In RAN1s understanding, these limitations do not need to be captured in the RRC signalling.
