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Discussion
In Rel-15, aperiodic SRS can be triggered by DCI format 0_1, 1_1 or DCI format  2_3. However, if SRS is triggered by a DCI format 0_1 and 1_1, the carrier index of triggered SRS resource set(s) is not clear since there is no corresponding description in the current specifications.
Observation: Based on the current Rel-15 specifications, the carrier index of triggered SRS resource set(s) is not clear if  SRS is triggered by DCI format 0_1 or 1_1. 
There are two interpretations for this issue as follows
· Alt.1: The carrier index of the triggered SRS is the same as the triggering DCI. 
· Alt.2: Carrier indicator in DCI format 0_1 and 1_1 is to indicate the CC index of the triggered SRS resource set(s).
From our view, Alt.2 is more naturally supported and provides more NW flexibility in Rel-15. So we propose to clarify it in the current specifications.
Proposal: It should be clarified in the current specifications that the carrier index of triggered SRS resource set(s) is indicated by Carrier indicator in DCI if SRS is triggered by DCI format 0_1 or 1_1.
