Regarding the first question “Is UE expected to monitor CSI-RS resources for Radio Link Monitoring (while T310 timer is not running), Beam Failure Detection, Candidate beam detection [the set q1] (before beam failure detected and after beam failure detected) and L1-RSRP computation outside DRX active time, if configured?”, based on current RAN1 spec, UE is not required to measure CSI-RS resources for Radio Link Monitoring (while T310 timer is not running), Beam Failure Detection, Candidate beam detection [the set q1] (before beam failure detected and after beam failure detected) and L1-RSRP computation outside DRX active time.
Regarding the second question “Will the CSI-RS resources for Radio Link Monitoring, Beam Failure Detection, Candidate Beam Detection [the set q1] and L1-RSRP Computation be always available outside DRX active time, if configured?”, the answer is yes.
