[bookmark: _GoBack]RAN1 would like to thanks RAN2 for the question regarding UE not reporting periodic/semi-periodic CSI and SRS transmission at the next DRX ON duration if PDCCH-WUS does not wake the UE up.    For UE adaptation to the DRX operation, UE wakes up by PDDCH-WUS at the next DRX ON only when there is DL data for reception.  UE does not expect to wake up frequently or periodically when UE is triggered to wake up by PDCCH-WUS.  If no P/SP SRS and CSI report when OnDurationTimer does not starts, the UE channel state information would be out-of-date most of time.     This will degrade the UE performance.   RAN1 expects a mechanism for the gNB to trigger P/SP SRS and CSI report even if the OnDurationTimer does not start.
