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With the convergence of fixed and wireless networks, the convergence of telecommunication and information technologies, and the foreseen ultimate migration to interoperable and harmonized network architectures, there is an industry requirement to provide global roaming and seamless mobility for the users of different access technologies and/or different operators so that they can enjoy seamless services while moving within or across networks.

SSG is the lead Study Group on IMT 2000 and beyond and for Mobility Management. Towards that goal, Q.2/SSG has developed the attached Supplement that identifies the mobility management requirements for Systems Beyond IMT-2000, based on ITU-T Recommendations Q.1702 and Q.1703 and ITU-R Recommendation M.1645.  It also includes review and analysis of  a number of mobility management protocols according to the identified requirements.

Attached please find the latest version of Q.TRMMR. As this Supplement is scheduled to be submitted for approval at the December 2004 meeting of the SSG, you are kindly requested to review the content to ensure that it is technically correct and it is in line with your Mobility Management specifications. Please share with us any comments that you may have.
