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1. Overall Description:

ETSI MSG is responsible for the transposition of Global System for Mobile communication (GSM ™)and Universal Mobile Telecommunications System (UMTS ™)deliverables produced by the Third Generation Partnership Project (3GPP ™)into ETSI deliverables. Recently MSG has asked 3GPP to develop a technical solution for the support of the European Commission initiative eCall which envisages the capability for an in vehicle system to establish an emergency communication with the public authorities by sending alongside some data. 

The gathering of the requirements in TSG SA WG 1 is progressing well and it is MSG's understanding that the technical report will be completed in March 2006. 

Regrettably, because of the current planned time scales for deployment of the eCall in Europe, there is some urgency to complete the work as quickly as possible and for this purpose it would be beneficial for the relevant 3GPP experts to meet and decide which solution (or solutions) would be adopted. ETSI MSG as well as the European commission and eCall Driving Group experts are committed to provide their full support to this exercise. 

2. Proposal

MSG would like to call for a workshop with the participation of SA1, SA2, SA3  CT1, CT4, GERAN2 and RAN2 aimed to discuss possible solutions for supporting eCall, i.e. How to efficiently carry the data payload associated with an emergency call. 

This workshop would be organised in January, either before or after the Network Selection Principles 3GPP Workshop (24th –25th January 2006) in order to minimise the travel requirements for the relevant experts.
