Introduction

TSG-SA#29 approved a CR to TS 22.115 on Clarification of Charging Implications of SCUDIF (CR0021r2 in SP-050621), and gave SA1 the task to clarify the matter further. SA1#30 approved a new CR to TS 22.115 (CR0022 in SP-050738), and an LS (SP-050647). The new CR and the LS are unfortunately contradictory. This paper intends to clarify the matter and propose a solution.

The SA1 CR requires such data on SCUDIF charging to be collected that is not available (third requirement, below):

On a service change using SCUDIF the following information shall be collected on both sides of the call:

1. ...

2. ...

3.For a service change to multimedia: nature of the service change (User or network initiated service change)

The SA1 LS states that a so-called minimum case is acceptable if the detailed case is too complex. Deleting the third requirement allows the minimum case required by SA1 to be supported, and aligns the CR with the LS. In fact, existing signalling already supports the minimum case, requiring no further work in CT3.

Also, CT3 had concerns about conflicting charging mechanisms that would arise from the third requirement (see LS from CT3, in SP-050643). Also they would need to be resolved if a solution to support the detailed case is developed.

Considering that we are trying to complete a Rel-6 work item, we should be particularly cautious about the time consumed and work required. If we kept the third requirement, we require CT3 to do additional work, after which we still need SA5 to complete the charging support for this work item. If we removed the third requirement, we would allow SA5 to start its work on this topic upon the approval of a revision to CR0022, leading to a solution sooner. The detailed case could be included, for example, in 3GPP Rel-7.

Proposal

The SA1 CR in SP-050738 is replaced by the CR in SP-050657 that is aligned with the SA1 LS in SP-050647.
