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Annex X (normative): Support of existing 3GPP services within the AIPN
This annex describes the service requirements for AIPN support of existing services included within the 3GPP stage 1 specifications under the responsibility of 3GPP TSG SA WG1.
X.1
General
On a general level, as the AIPN together with EUTRA(N) and other access systems is a packet-only system optimised for providing services over IP bearer services, CS teleservices and bearer services shall not be supported by the AIPN. The IP bearer services for the AIPN shall be specified according to the requirements contained within this technical specification. Although CS services will no longer be supported, equivalent AIPN services, in particular telephony and supplementary services shall be provided (e.g. IMS multimedia telephony instead of Teleservice 11/CS Multimedia Calls, IMS supplementary services instead of the legacy GSM supplementary services). As the AIPN incorporates IMS [6], in many cases these services shall be provided by IMS together with the IMS Multimedia Telephony Service and supplementary services feature [x]. 
Furthermore, it is necessary to identify existing services for which an equivalent service does not need to be provided by the AIPN. The following services have been identified as not requiring an equivalent service to be provided by the AIPN:

X.2
LoCation Services (LCS)
In addition to the LCS functionalities specified in TS 22.071[v], in alignment with the capability for the AIPN to accomodate multiple access systems it shall be possible for the AIPN to provide LoCation Services independent to the underlying access system.
This enhancement to LCS should have no impact upon LCS functionality specified for UTRAN and GERAN in Rel-6 and earlier. 
X.3
Multicast/Broadcast Services
As specified in this technical specification EUTRA shall provide enhanced support for MBMS services. 
Note: The support of CBS is FFS.
The AIPN shall support multicast/broadcast services over multiple access systems including handover of these services between different access systems.
X.4
Customised Applications for Mobile network Enhanced Logic (CAMEL)
AIPN should support CAMEL procedures for IP multimedia sessions for the support of legacy services as specified for IMS [6].  Support for CAMEL procedures for GPRS data transmission is not required.
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
