3.1
Actions arising

The Secretary presented a status report of the actions arising from the last meeting which indicated that all actions had been discharged [3GPP/OP#16(06)03].

Dr Weigel (ETSI) presented a response to Action 15/3 (“Secretary to pursue the matter of IMS Trademark registration within ETSI and to report the progress made to the next meeting”) [3GPP/OP#16(06)09].  The analysis made by ETSI had indicated that a trademark registration for “IMS” was unlikely to be successful and that limited protection would be achieved by trademarking similar terms.  It was therefore concluded that no further action should be taken with respect to the term “IMS”, although by-lines accompanying the already protected term “3GPP” may be considered in the future.

Results from PCG#16 and matters arising

The PCG Chairman gave a summary of the results of the PCG meeting that had taken place the previous day, which included the proposed establishment of an 3GPP OP Ad Hoc Group on IMS.  Dr Satoh had prepared draft Terms of Reference for this Ad Hoc Group which were discussed further during this meeting.  After due consideration, the Partners approved the creation of the Ad Hoc Group, approved the proposed Terms of Reference, and appointed Dr Satoh as Convenor [3GPP/OP#16(06)10r3].

During the creation of this Ad Hoc Group, it was noted that other external bodies may need to be invited and it was expected that such requests would be treated on a case-by-case basis.  It was also noted that this activity should not interfere with the work currently in progress.  However, the overall intention to align TISPAN Release 2 and 3GPP Release 8 results gave a clear indication of the timescale by which this Ad Hoc Group should conclude its work.  

The probability that the increased scope of activities within 3GPP could have budgetary implications was also discussed.  It was expected that any financial considerations arising from these discussions would be handled by the Funding and Finance Group. 

5 3GPP Progress

The progress of work ongoing within 3GPP was noted.

6 3GPP Funding

6.1 Report of Funding and Finance Group Activities

Mr. Yasuo Maruyama (FFG Chairman) presented an activity report from the 3GPP Funding and Finance Group [3GPP/OP#16(06)04].  The report led to two recommendations which were addressed in item 6.3 of the Agenda.

Summary of 2006 H1 Income and Expenditure and year end forecast

The Secretary presented a detailed explanation of the income and expenditure of 3GPP for H1 2006 [3GPP/OP#16(06)05].  In summary, the income and expenditure for 2006 was as expected with the likelihood that the year would close within the prescribed budget.

Consideration was given to the anticipated year end surplus, and whether that surplus could be carried forward to 2007 as a provision for the anticipated increase in support demand.  It was noted that there may be fiscal reasons why such an action could be detrimental and the Secretary, together with the Funding and Finance Group, were requested to investigate this possibility further.

6.3
2007 Draft Budget and Partner Commitments 

The Secretary presented a proposed draft 3GPP Budget for 2007 which had been prepared by the Funding and Finance Group, which included an estimate of the Partner payments for 2007 [3GPP/OP#16(06)06r1].  
The draft budget proposal had been prepared in two parts, one covering the support resources required for 3GPP, and the other covering the resources required for the continued development of TTCN.  These two parts were considered separately.
