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Action Requested

Please provide guidance on the targeted 3GPP TSG WG to receive TISPAN output on Services and Requirements (Stage 1) related to Common IMS. Feedback on the proposed action plan would also be appreciated.

1. Overview
ETSI TISPAN has been undertaking considerable activity to implement the agreements in ETSI and 3GPP concerning the common IMS.

ETSI TISPAN has noted that the 3GPP SA meeting of 4th to 7th June will decide on the appropriate SA working group to receive the TISPAN WG1 specifications and draft (but agreed) text concerning Services and Requirements (Stage 1). ETSI TISPAN would appreciate a formal communication providing the SA plenary decision.

The remainder of this liaison provides information on the decisions and planning within ETSI TISPAN. Most of the information within this liaison has been discussed informally between TISPAN and 3GPP.

ETSI TISPAN hopes that 3GPP SA will have a successful plenary meeting next week, and looks forward to further co-ordination at all levels on the transfer of TISPAN work concerning the common IMS.

2. Summary of Common IMS actions in ETSI TISPAN

· ETSI TISPAN has agreed the timing for the transfer of the common IMS work as a target, see figure 1.

· Working Groups within TISPAN are identifying the draft, completed, and published specifications and other documents to be transferred to 3GPP.
· Attachment 1 to this liaison provides a snapshot of the work items in ETSI TISPAN that are being discussed for transfer.

· TISPAN#14 Plenary endorsed the handling of the Working Group 1 deliverables and this is contained in Annex A.

· WG2 (Architecture) related items are clarified in Annex B. It should be noted that these deliverables need to be harmonised with other WG in TISPAN, and therefore this is provided as additional information.
· Lists of documents will be discussed directly between TISPAN WG and 3GPP TSG WG as follows:

· WG1 (Services and Requirements) awaits confirmation from 3GPP SA for appropriate TSG WG;

· WG2 (Architecture) will co-ordinate with SA2, SA5;

· WG3 (Protocols) will co-ordinate with CT1, CT3, CT4;

· WG4 (Numbering, naming addressing and routing) is under discussion in TISPAN. 
· WG5 (Home Networks) does not appear to have any common IMS related documents to transfer. 
· WG6 (Testing) needs further discussion in TISPAN on some practical issues;

· WG7 (Security) will co-ordinate with SA3

· WG8 (Network Management) will co-ordinate with SA5

· Use of the email exploder for common IMS transfer is expected to be used.
· TISPAN WG1 has set a target for its 25-29 June meeting, for the text of the work to be moved to be sent to 3GPP in a liaison, see Annex A. .

· WG1 has agreed the date for the joint meeting for the transfer of Stage 1, of 30-31 July 2007.

· TISPAN participating organisations are expected to write contributions to the 3GPP TSG working group meetings, to support the liaison containing the transferred text for 3GPP. 

· Following the transfer of stage 1 work, the email exploder for common IMS transfer is expected to be used to discuss any lessons to be learned for future transfers. 

· TISPAN is expecting to transfer most of its WG2 (architecture), WG7 (Security) and WG8 (Network Management) relevant work to 3GPP at the end of September.

· TISPAN is expecting to transfer most of its WG3 (protocols) relevant work to 3GPP during December 2007 to January 2008.

· During or after December WG6 (testing) relevant work would be transferred, subject to resolution of outstanding issues in ETSI.

· Text of deliverables (draft and published) will be transferred, not Work Items

· Release 1 (published) deliverables must follow the same rationale as the Release 2 deliverables (for essential maintenance).

· Release 1 (published) deliverables NOT open for essential maintenance in TISPAN can be transferred as a second phase.

3. Principles for work transfer

ETSI TISPAN has agreed the following high-level initial principles for the transfer of the work:

· The main objective of the exercise (as a whole) is to make the standardisation process more efficient;

· One (important) step in efficiency is to avoid duplication of the standardisation work related to the common IMS;

· The work is more important than the place where it is standardised;

· Minimise disruption to the work;

· Timing objective is to transfer work on common IMS from TISPAN to 3GPP for inclusion in 3GPP Release 8;

· TISPAN must co-ordinate with 3GPP, especially concerning contentious issues, and not make decisions on work transfer in isolation.

· The common IMS includes fixed and mobile requirements and solutions.
· An effective ongoing working process between TISPAN and 3GPP is essential to developing and maintaining progress on work which spans both organisations.

· As part of splitting TISPAN specifications, 3GPP is requested to provide equivalent clauses that can be referenced by TISPAN.

4. Ongoing issues

ETSI TISPAN would also like to give an early indication of some ongoing issues. These issues are initially under discussion in TISPAN and will be coordinated with 3GPP (principally the appropriate TSG WG) once a proposed solution is found:
· Transfer of Gq'  work is an issue under discussion in TISPAN.  A dialogue with 3GPP to discuss and resolve this issue will be initiated by TISPAN.
· Transfer of e2 work is also an issue under discussion in TISPAN. A dialogue with 3GPP to discuss and resolve this issue will be initiated by TISPAN.
· Some functions in TISPAN architecture, e.g. UPSF, are not clearly identified as in or out of the Common IMS, and further communication between TISPAN and 3GPP (e.g. WG2/SA2) is needed. 
· The management interface(s) from the above functions is also an issue and needs to be resolved by further communication between TISPAN and 3GPP.
· Specifications in WG8 cover not just Network Management, but also Service Management and it is unclear how to apply the principles on O&M from the 3GPP OP ad-hoc report to Service management. TISPAN WG8 is co-ordinating with 3GPP SA5 on this issue.

· Numbering Naming Addressing and Routing (NNAR): TISPAN WG4 has difficulty in classifying the functionality into common IMS and non-IMS. There are regulatory issues that require resolution in TISPAN. WG4 are initially proposing to retain the NNAR work in TISPAN. WG4 will need to co-ordinate with 3GPP.
· IMS testing is included in Common IMS and can be classified accordingly. Some IMS testing activities in ETSI are developed with STF involvement. Testing will be the last activity to be moved, and it is not envisaged to move during 2007. The current STF should not be impacted, but TISPAN and 3GPP will need to ensure continuity of work to retain the testing expertise. In 3GPP several aspects need to be raised and addressed to prepare transfer of work, including scope of work (e.g. network related testing and not only user equipment related testing)and organization of activities.
· ETSI TISPAN will need to align the dates of future Releases with 3GPP.

· Support of Enterprise related work is proposed to be retained in TISPAN. A copy of a liaison from TISPAN to ECMA has been provided to 3GPP for information.

5. Conclusion

ETSI TISPAN thanks 3GPP for the co-operation on the common IMS and looks forward to further co-ordination at all levels on the transfer of TISPAN work concerning the common IMS.

The result of the discussion and agreement in TISPAN on TISPAN WG 1 work items to be transferred to 3GPP has been captured in this annex.

WI 01038 "Requirements Analysis for Fixed Mobile convergence": Large majority of FMC work is based on C_IMS, TR is approx 80% complete, new TS should be started in 3GPP, TR will be completed and closed at #14b. 3GPP will be able to refer to this ETSI TR once published.    
WI 01039 "Requirements Analysis for home Networking": Work moved to 01040 and another WI in WG5. Note: To be closed in TISPAN WG1.
WI 01040 "Service Requirements and Network Capabilities for Release 2”: Contains both IMS and PSTN emulation, requires splitting to remove IMS parts, TS will be retained in TISPAN with a reduced content -contributions expected at future Tispan meetings. IMS parts will be developed in 3GPP, text will be transferred.
WI 01042 "Requirements for network transport capabilities to support IPTV services": Contains requirements for Transport layer to support IPTV services. The transport layer is not within the scope of Common IMS, so this WI shall remain in TISPAN.                                                                       
WI 01043 "Requirements for Customized Originating and Terminating Multimedia Information Presentation (COMIP/CTMIP) and Customized Originating and Terminating Multimedia Information Filtering (COMIF/CTMIF)": TR completed at #13ter. WI 01044 "The Service Layer requirements to integrate NGN services and IPTV" : Contains generic service requirements and no specific solutions. Any C_IMS parts will need to be removed by future contributions in TISPAN. No text currently identified for transfer.

WI 01047 "Business Communication and Business Trunking Requirements": Corporate related, ECMA involvement.  To be retained in TISPAN.

Parts of the work move to 3GPP in release 2 timeframe.

Further discussion required before WG 2 decision

· Release 1 work is not shown explicitly in this document. They are aligned in the accompanying table with the release 2 conclusions reached.

· Proposal: Rather than doing endorsements, adaptations should be brought directly to 3GPP.

Detailed proposals per work-item:

WI 2035: Overload Requirements

· FFD: The relation to common IMS needs further clarification

· Particular aspects apply to common IMS and could be taken out. 

· It was proposed to keep this WI in TISPAN

· To be resolved: Should a generic overload concept be described, and if yes where?

· This needs to be harmonized with WG 3. The issue is not seen as urgent, as WG approval is achieved
WI 2036: RACS

· FFD: No consensus was reached. Awaiting WG 3 decision on Gq’.
· All RACS material except Gq’ related work should remain within TISPAN.

· The stage 3 of the Gq’ reference point is of interest to 3GPP (this needs to be confirmed). 

· The capabilities of Gq’ are applicable beyond IMS and therefore are of interest to TISPAN. 

· Suggested alternatives, depending on WG 3 decision: 

1. split: Move Gq’ stage 3 and concrete Gq’ information flows to 3GPP, and keep the overall RACS functional architecture and the high-level scenarios in TISPAN.
2. N: Move Gq’ stage 3 to 3GPP, and keep all of the stage 2 in TISPAN

3. N: Keep Gq’ stage 3 together with all of RACS in TISPAN

WI 2037: Charging

· Y: Agreement to move to SA5. 

· Particular charging impacts related e.g. to RACS would be handled in TISPAN, as part of the WI in question.

· Separation of stage 2 and stage 3 aspects may be required.

WI 2038: SMS over IMS

· Y: Endorsement which should be 3GPP business

WI 2039: QoS architecture

· N: Currently nothing specific to common IMS is seen in this work-item.

WI 2040: Enterprise interaction scenarios
WI 2041: Hosted Enterprise Services
WI 2042: Business Trunking 

· FFD: To be further discussed at the start of release 3. No immediate action.  .
· Value is seen in keeping these work-items together.

· Cooperation with Ecma should be considered.
· The interface to IMS is seen as 3GPP domain and should be specified there.

WI 2044: IMS-based Emulation
· N: No common IMS impact
WI 2045: NASS

· FFD: No consensus was reached. Awaiting WG 3 decision on e2.
· All NASS material except e2 related work should remain within TISPAN.

· The stage 3 of the e2 reference point is of interest to 3GPP (this needs to be confirmed). 

· The capabilities of e2 are applicable beyond IMS and therefore are of interest to TISPAN. 

· Suggested alternatives, depending on WG 3 decision: 

1. split: Move e2 stage 3 and concrete e2 information flows to 3GPP, and keep the overall NASS functional architecture and the high-level scenarios in TISPAN.
2. N: Move e2 stage 3 to 3GPP, and keep all of the stage 2 in TISPAN

3. N: Keep e2 stage 3 together with all of NASS in TISPAN. 

WI 2046: Functional Architecture

· The overall architecture should remain within TISPAN

· FFD: UPSF may be a candidate for transfer. Options:

1. split: Move the UPSF description into 3GPP and harmonize them with HSS.

2. N: Retain UPSF in TISPAN.
WI 2047: IP-TV common
WI 2048: IMS-based IPTV
WI 2049: IPTV dedicated subsystem

· N: It was agreed to keep IPTV within TISPAN during the release 2 timeframe

· no full consensus was reached on WI 2048 beyond release 2 completion. No decision is made at this point on what to do after completion of release 2.
· It is seen as valuable to keep both variants of IPTV together

· An undertaking should be made not to impose requirements on the IMS core in IPTV documents if they are kept within TISPAN.

WI 2051: VCC
· Y: Endorsement which should be 3GPP business
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
