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ETSI TISPAN thanks ECMA TC32 for sharing their views on the topic of handling enterprise-related work in the light of the “Common IMS” agreement.  We discussed the opinions expressed by ECMA at our most recent plenary and came to the following agreements.

1. ETSI TISPAN agrees that work on the following Enterprise work items should remain within TISPAN and be completed as part of NGN Release 2:

· WI01047: “Business Communication and Business Trunking Requirements”

· WI02040: “Core and Enterprise NGN Interaction Scenarios and Architectural Requirements”

· WI02041: “Hosted Enterprise Services; Architecture and functional description”

· WI02042: “Business Trunking; Architecture and functional description”

We believe that completing these work items offers the best way forward as we do not see an easy way to identify from the currently documented scenarios what impacts exist on Common IMS. By completing our studies we believe that it will become more obvious what changes or further work is needed to areas covered by Common IMS. ETSI TISPAN is conscious of the need to identify what changes are needed in work areas covered by Common IMS in a timely manner so as to ensure any impacts can be addressed by 3GPP Release 8.

2. We note that as per the “Common IMS” agreement if there are any enhancements necessary to the interface between the enterprise network and the IMS or indeed any other area covered by the “common IMS” agreement then these will need to be worked upon within 3GPP.  3GPP procedures will determine how such work is progressed.

3. We would ask you to note that the “Common IMS” agreement recognises the right of other bodies such as ECMA to specify applications (see 3GPP OP Ad hoc group “Report on Contents of Common IMS v2.0.0” recommendations clause 5.1).
