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1. Introduction

3GPP thanks the EC for their correspondence highlighting the need for progress in technical solutions for the transport of eCall data.  3GPP wishes to assure the EC that this topic is being actively and aggressively worked on within 3GPP and that progress is being made.

3GPP is currently analyzing existing 3GPP technologies for suitability given the known eCall transport requirements.  If none are found suitable, then alternative solutions will be evaluated.  One obstacle to rapid progress of this work is the lack of detailed requirements.  Identification of the source of detailed requirements would ensure the rapid progress of this work.  In any case, it is the intention of 3GPP to provide a standardized solution for the transport of eCall data during 2008.
