Justification

 Through the study on PWS requirements in SA1, it has become obvious that the requirements for PWS and the expected timeline for its deployment vary in each region.  Waiting for the requirements to be made ready by all the regions will unnecessarily delay the specification work for PWS while there already exists a region where PWS is required urgently.
Therefore it is proposed to start the specification work which will be a "Regional" PWS for Japan and will implement the most urgent aspects necessary to satisfy Japanese requirements for Earthquakes and Tsunamis. This specification work will reuse as much as possible contents of TR 22.968 as a basis and resolve the urgent need in the Japanese Region for a PWS for Earthquakes and Tsunamis.

4

Objective

The objectives and drivers of this new work item in Release 8 are;

To specify the Japanese Regional requirements for Public Warning System services.


To specify necessary functional requirements and information flow for Public Warning System services for the most urgent aspects in the case of Earthquakes and Tsunamis.

As this service is applicable to emergency situations, possible effort should be made to define a service that can be provided over existing mobile networks in the near term. The impacts on current specifications and existing networks by the introduction of this service should be minimised. Support of this service is optional to operators and/or subscribers based on regional requirements and mandates. Therefore, conclusions on the requirements for this service should be provided to the technical groups, e.g. SA2, RAN2, GERAN2, CT1 during the duration of this work to enable potential solutions to be identified and studied as soon as possible.

The work will take into account any related work in other bodies.

Service Aspects

Impacts on current specifications and existing networks caused by introduction of this service should be minimised. Simple mechanisms based on those available within existing mobile networks should be utilised.

This work should focus on providing this service using the CS/PS domain.
