The three CT working groups accept the maintenance responsibility of the Common IMS specifications in their area. It is intended that the already published TISPAN specifications in Common IMS area are shifted to 3GPP maintenance responsibility and that still outstanding TISPAN R2 specification work should be completed under new 3GPP work items that are started for each feature.

Several work items are necessary to allow transfer and maintenance of the TISPAN documents in Common IMS area to 3GPP maintenance responsibility. The work items need to cover the already published TISPAN R1 documents, the already published TISPAN R2 documents and the finalization of not yet completed TISPAN R2 features. 

The functionality within the already frozen TISPAN R1 and R2 documents must be maintained when transferring them to 3GPP groups maintenance. 

TISPAN R1 and R2 do not correspond to any 3GPP release but it is necessary to maintain the integrity of those TISPAN releases.

CT working groups that are involved in the transfer process intend to start new work items as follows:

· New WID to maintain TISPAN R1 stage 3 specifications in CT1/3/4 as a set of ETSI specifications that do not correspond to any 3GPP release.

· New WID to maintain the completed TISPAN R2 stage 3 specifications in CT1/3/4 as a set of ETSI specifications that do not correspond to any 3GPP release

· New Rel-8 WID to re-document existing TISPAN R1 and R2 specifications in 3GPP TSs without new functionality

· New Rel-8 WIDs to complete in CT1/3/4 those R2 features that cannot be completed in TISPAN by December 2007. The foreseen work items are CCBS/CCNR, CW, overlap signalling
· As a result of re-documentation of security procedures in SA3 it is also foreseen that some specification work is also needed in CT groups on NASS Bundled Authentication

It was clarified that the first two bullet points can be considered as finished if these WIDs shall be added in 3GPP work Plan.
During the meeting it was clarified by 3GPP Specification Manager John Meredith that currently there are no problems to transfer ETSI TISPAN deliverables to 3GPP. It was noted that maintenance of ETSI Specification may cause changes in 3GPP working procedures. Probably some more study is needed on TISPAN Common IMS ETSI TS and ES maintenance procedure.

CT1 has had two meeting since CT #37. CT1 #49 and CT1#50 were both regular CT1 meetings where the group split for 2 days and handled legacy & SAE in parallel with pure IMS-issues. There are 161 CRs in total for approval for this plenary meeting. The split in legacy & SAE versus IMS is in my opinion successful and secure that the group has more time to discuss each proposal.

The group has since CT #37 treated a limited number of pre Rel-7 documents and used most of the time for Rel-7 and Rel-8 WIs. The amount of Rel-7 C RS are also dropping, indicating that the WIs are quite stable. From the next meeting, it is expected that the number of REl-7 CR will decrease even further. 

On SAE work-split the work progress, but the task to complete the TR by CT#37 as outlined in the current version of the WID is not possible as the work is less than 20% completed. The WI-rapporteur does a good job and invites interested delegates to informal conference calls between the CT1-meetings to coordinate and secure progress. The CT-wide WID is still the only WI for CT1 on SAE. In off-line discussions at CT1#50, it was questioned whether this WI needed an update, or whether CT-specific WIs would be appropriate for future work. It has also been questioned whether the TR serves its purpose and acts as a container or if the details provided as content would be more appropriate for the TS(s). The fact that the TR was supposed to be completed 3 months ago may indicate that the TR originally cannot have been scoped to contain the details targeted for the various specifications.

CT1 has one specification for approval, and nine new WIDs for approval.

The CT1 meeting reports from CT1 #49 and CT1#50 are provided for information to this meeting by the CT1 MCC expert Andrijana Brekalo in CP-070772 and CP-070773.

Critical CRs:
Document CP-070792 contains two EMC1 related CR to TS 24.229. The CRs are on Corrections for emergency procedures. It can be noted that this CR-pack must be conditionally approved on the condition that the two stage 2 CRs to TS 23.167 (CR-no #0071 and #0075) also are approved. The situation is further complicated by the fact that the two CRs in CP-070792 interacts with the Rel-7 and Rel-8 mirror CR to the CRs in CP-070786

Due to this collision, the following CRs are brought to the plenary as company contributions:

· CP-070xr5 / CP-070xr6 (Rel-5 and Rel-6) CRs for approval.

· CP-070yr7 / CP-070yr8 (Rel-7 and Rel-8) CRs for approval on condition that the two stage 2 CRs to TS 23.167 (CR-no #0071 and #0075) are approved

· CP-070xr7 / CP-070xr8 (Rel-7 and Rel-8) CRs for approval on condition that the two stage 2 CRs to TS 23.167 (CR-no #0071 and #0075) are NOT approved

NOTE:
The actual CP-numbers have not been provided yet.

CT1 has agreed one CR for approval in CP-070793 to TS 43.068. The CR is on TCRT: Removal of the support of long application-specific data. The CR must be conditionally approved on the condition that the corresponding Stage 1 CR (TS 42.068, CR-no #0039) is approved.

CP-070813 is a CR-pack on the new WI PPACR-CT1. The document contains one CR to TS 23.122 on PPACR CR to 23.122. The CR must be conditionally approved on the condition that the corresponding Stage 1 CR (TS 22.011, CR-no #0094) is approved at the SA-plenary, and on the condition that the new stage 3 WID in CP-070782 is approved aswell.
Document CP-070816 is a CR-pack on WI PctCbl-Sec. This CR-pack consists of one CR to TS 24.229 on Integration of text for digest and TLS plus digest into the main body of the specification. This CR must be conditionally approved on the condition that the CR to TS 32.203 with CR-no #210 is approved at the SA-plenary.

The chairman thanks the officials and the MCC expert for their support. Andrijana Brekalo for excellent MCC support and Georg Mayer for chairing two sessions during CT1 #49 and CT1#50 and thereby securing that the group could complete the meetings on time. At last but not least I would again express my appreciation to every delegate in CT1 for being positive during the meeting and willing to compromise to secure progress.

The following CT3 meeting has taken place since the last TSG CT plenary:

· CT3#46:        5th – 9th November, 2007,  Sophia Antipolis, France. Hosted by ETSI

During CT3#46, a joint session with TISPAN WG3 was arranged to discuss the transfer of  specifications to CT3 for the common IMS. Also a joint session with TISPAN WG3 and CT1, CT3 and CT4 was arranged to conclude on overall aspects of the transfer.

During CT3#46,  262 documents were discussed. 

The present status report, CP-070716, summarises the results from the meeting and presents the current status of  the work in CT3. The detailed draft meeting report is contained in CP-070717.

Major problems

· There was some  progress on SAE, in particular on PCC, but still there is a lack of stable stage 2 specifications.

Major achievements

· Good progress on the remaining unfinished Rel-7 WIs. The work on the  related TRs/TSs are now considered complete except for the usual maintenance work.

· It was agreed to take over responsibility for the relevant parts of IMS specifications to be transferred from TISPAN. In particular, this includes TISPAN endorsements of TS 29.162 and TS 29.163. It also  includes one new Rel-8 WID on Overlap Signalling. In addition, several CT-wide WIDs for this transfer were endorsed by CT3. An LS was sent to SA/SA2 to indicate that CT3 and TISPAN WG3 is ready to start the work on transferring the Gq’ interface specifications, possibly to be merged with Rx. CT4 have had two meetings since the last CT plenary meeting. The meeting CT4#36bis was held in Kobe, Japan, on 08th   – 12th October 2007 kindly hosted by Japanese friends of 3GPP and CT4#37 was held in Sophia-Antipolis, France, on 05th - 09th November 2007  kindly hosted by ETSI. 

At CT4#36bis: 

CT4 had in parallel sessions on SIP-I, sessions on IMS which were chaired by Peter Wild (Vodafone).  

About 51 delegates representing 30 companies were preesent at CT4#36bis. The scope of the meeting was limited to Release 8 topics and Release 7 Alias discussion.

At CT4#37

CT4 had in parallel sessions on SIP-I, Mc, Mn and Mp-Interface, sessions on IMS, MAP and GTP which were chaired by Toshjoki Tamura (NEC) and Peter Wild (Vodafone).  About 57 delegates representing about 38 companies were present at the meeting. 

In both meetings Kimmo Kymäläinen (MCC) was there as usual taking care of the official notes. 

CT4 had no contributions to Release 4 or earlier. The majority of the documents were on Release 7 and Release 8. 
The meeting report of CT4#36bis meeting was agreed at CT4#37 and the draft meeting report of CT4#37 (distributed on the CT4 email list for review) are provided in document CP‑070738 for information. 

2007 was the first time that CT4 has handled more than 2000 documents.

At the present CT meeting CT1 has submitted two alternative CRs relating to the usage of the service identifier for the Multimedia Telephony Service.

RIM continues to be fully supportive of the work of 3GPP and understands that the proposal to mandate including the IMS Communication Service identifier in the Accept-Contact header has significant support. Therefore RIM would request that the CR 0035rev3 against TS 24.173 in CP-070798 is withdrawn.

RIM does however continue to have concerns that the proposal to mandate including the IMS Communication Service identifier in the Accept-Contact header potentially leaves the following issues:

i) The MT behaviour in the absence of the service identifier is currently unspecified. If the terminating UE relies solely on the presence of a service identifier in the Accept-Contact header to invoke the correct application this is likely to cause interoperability problems with non-IMS terminals and IMS terminals that don’t support MMtel and the service identifier concept. It should be noted that by far the largest existing deployments of SIP based phones are currently in corporate enterprises and that millions of these already deployed phones do not support the service identifier concept. Calls from phones within enterprises to mobile IMS devices in the future will not contain the service identifier in the SIP signalling.

ii) The mandatory inclusion of the Service Identifier for multimedia telephony in the Accept-Contact header limits the use of Caller Preferences for its intended purpose and the use of this functionality will be effectively degraded or denied to the users of MMtel terminals. 

It is RIM understanding that similar concerns are shared by other companies and would therefore request that CT allow CT1 to look at these issues further to see if they can be resolved.

This contribution is submitted to CT, RAN and SA for information as well as to RAN4 and GERAN/GERAN1 for discussion. 

In 3GPP there are, at present, two subjects on the agenda where a relation between theses two is not immediately obvious. One subject, Home NodeB/eNodeB, is studied under the aegis of RAN4. In this paper the general term Home Base Station, or in short Home BS is used. The other subject, Direct Mode Operation of GSM Terminals, in this paper referred to as DMO, is planned to be studied under the aegis of GERAN1. 

From a high level perspective there are no reasons why to exclude Home BS from GSM or why to exclude DMO from UMTS or from LTE. Therefore the general considerations should be valid for all 3GPP technologies.

It should be noted that DMO will not to be operated between two equal terminals, as the title may suggest. In principle, the two “terminals” can be considered as “master” and “slave”, where the “master” terminal plays the role, in GSM terms, of a mobile BS creating the cell for intra cell calls. From a system architecture point of view the DMO master is nothing else but a Home BS incorporating in the same box the necessary terminal functions and managing intra cell calls. Only the primary application differs between the DMO and the Home BS approaches like the two sides of the same coin. DMO equipment could be used at home, and Home BS allowing intra cell calls could be used in the field as Quasi DMO as pointed out already in [1].

Even if the two DMO terminals are of equal design, when communicating one of them will work as master and the other one will work as slave and vice versa.

With reference to the two TDocs in [1] and [2], this paper tries to highlight common aspects regarding the important regulatory achievement “Global Circulation of Terminals”. As a result it should be concluded that 

· the conditions under which Home BS and DMO master terminals may operate – both being “cell creating devices” – should be the same, and

· DMO slave-only terminals should be as any other 3GPP terminals which do not require special attention given that their specification meets the basic principles for 3GPP terminals.

Although there are further common aspects for DMO and Home BS, e.g. how to handle Lawful Interception, this contribution concentrates on the global circulation aspect since it makes it obvious how close system and radio aspects, e.g. harmful interference in territories of other frequency assignments, are interrelated.

The technical specification development work within 3GPP is accomplished by Technical Specification Groups (TSGs) according to the principles and rules contained in the Project reference documentation (Partnership Project Description, Partnership Project Agreement, Partnership Project Working Procedures).

In particular the TSGs report to the Project coordination Group (PCG), and may organize their work in Working Groups and liaise with other groups as appropriate.

Each TSG has the responsibility to develop, approve and maintain the specifications within its terms of reference.

The TSG Core and Terminals (TSG CT) is responsible for specifying the Core Network and Terminal Equipment aspects of systems based on 3GPP specifications.  

Specifically it has a responsibility for :

· User Equipment - Core network layer 3 protocols in CS and PS domain excluding the access technology layers. 

· Core Network internal interfaces for Call Associated and Non Call Associated signalling 

· Interconnection of the Core Network with external networks 

· SIM/USIM/ISIM and its interface specifications 

· Terminal or Network based applications supported by 3GPP terminals

· Core network protocols for CS and PS domain in legacy and evolved 3GPP system
· IP Multimedia subsystem
· Management of the work items placed under its responsibility

More specifically, TSG-CT will address the following areas of work in legacy and evolved 3GPP system : 

· CS and PS domain Mobility management for 3GPP defined access technologies, call connection control and session management signalling between the user equipment and the core network, 

· Core network signalling between the core network nodes. The signalling supports functionality such as user information, subscription information and control of network services. 

· Interoperability between 3GPP networks (e.g. handovers). 

· Interoperability between 3GPP networks and external networks (e.g., WLAN, non-IMS SIP, PSTN) 

· Packet related matters such as mapping of QoS [e.g. transparency for IP domain applications, general for bearer types, special for optimized applications such as Voice over IP].

Since the introduction of separate fields for "Source to WG" and "Source to TSG" on the CR cover sheet, it has become clear that further explanation is needed on the use of these fields when a CR, agreed at working group level, is subsequently revised during discussions at TSG level.  The debate is over 

· whether to leave the "Source to WG" field as it originally was or to delete it's contents (on the grounds that the revised version has never been presented to the WG);

· whether to leave the "Source to TSG" field as it originally was or to change it to the identity of the organization which changed it during TSG or perhaps to the function of the person who changed it (eg WG chairman, WG secretary, rapporteur).

In order to reduce TSG debate on this topic, MCC proposes the following:

When a CR which has already been agreed at working group level and is being presented for approval at TSG level is modified to cater for changes proposed during discussions at the TSG meeting

1. The "Source to WG" field shall remain unchanged.  That is, it will still identify the organization(s) which proposed it at WG level.

2. The "Source to TSG" field shall be changed to reflect the actual state of the modified document.  That is, it shall be modified from the Working Group name to an appropriate source such as

- the identity of the TSG debating the matter; or

- the identity of the organization(s) proposing the revised version; or

- text such as "WG Chairman" or "WG Secretary",
depending on the precise nature of the author and the author's authority.

In addition, the following points are worth emphasizing:

· the date shown in the date field shall be changed to reflect the date the revised version was produced;

· the header showing the original meeting and WG document number shall be preserved, but the document identity shall be modified by placing the text "revision of" before the WG document number, and unless there is an overall cover page to the TSG document separate from the component CR(s), a header appropriate to the TSG meeting shall be inserted above the WG header;

· the revision number of the CR shall be incremented.
