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1. Introduction

3GPP has terminated phase 1 of the eCall work with a Technical Report (TR 26.967), stating that the existing inband MODEM (CTM) does not fulfil all eCall requirements. This TR can be downloaded by interested parties from: http://www.3gpp.org/ftp/Specs/html-info/26967.htm .

3GPP has meanwhile started and progressed phase 2: competition and selection of a suitable inband MODEM.

Attached is the endorsed document (S4-080127) of “Requirements – Objectives – Constraints” (R-O-C) that shall guide the design of candidate solutions. It contains also the preliminary agreement on the selection criteria: the overall averaged transmission time under all tested channel conditions.

Attached is also the current time plan (S4-080128) for test, selection and standardisation of the inband MODEM for eCall. This time plan foresees testing in July, selection in August by SA4 and approval of the main technical specification in December 2008 by SA. The selection rules will be finalised in the April meeting of SA4.

SA4 would like to remind that it is not in the mandate of 3GPP to develop and specify the application-layer protocol for eCall transmission. This is considered to fall into the responsibility of CEN.
