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1. Overall Description:

During the TSG-SA#39, significant discussion took place on Release 8 non-essential SAE features then it was resulted in SP-080208. This LS informs the results to working groups on the further work of related activities. Followings are extraction from SP-080208;

Features proposed to be removed from Release 8 work (and associated conditions for removal)
· Functions and procedures for SAE to support LTE MBMS - Removed subject to sending of an LS to SA2 indicating that removal implies ETWS support in LTE cannot be realized by eMBMS in Rel-8.
· Functions and procedures for SAE to support Control Plane LCS - Removed on the assumption that Cell Id can be made available for Lawful Interception purposes, with this assumption to be communicated via LS to SA2.
2. Actions:

To TSG-SA WG2

ACTION-1: On MBMS
Taking into consideration the removal of MBMS from Rel-8, TSG-SA WG2 is tasked to review the already proposed architecture, specifically alternatives indicated in R3-080541 and to propose any modification if necessary. 

The proposed solution by TSG-SA WG2 shall cover the Earthquake and Tsunami Warning System and already existing requirement, such as on Cell Broadcast Usage for Tsunami Notification in European Union and others (e.g. Thailand).

ACTION-2: On Control Plane LCS
Taking into consideration the above decision then limit the activity focusing on c-plane based Cell-ID retrieval in order to comply necessary regulatory requirements, e.g., Lawful Interception.
