RIM: the draft defines the URNs and 3GPP needs to register the left part of the URN. The draft caters for future namespaces in other entities.


The Chairman requests that a description of the feature is provided. Iain ask if this can be made more than a tdoc. The CT1 chairman offers to draft this but reminds the two issues are clearly separate.

ALU repeats that CT6 and SA3 discussing the matter could result in overturning a SA decision.

CT6 chair believes that this is not up to SA3 to define CT6 work.

T-Mobile state that there should not be discussion about work and definition belonging to a group.

Nokia does not see a danger in approving the CR and leave it up to SA3 CR approval to have all agreed or not.


Qualcomm clarifies that  IMC and IMC application have been defined for 3GPP2 needs: as a result ISIM and ISIM application were somehow aligned.

Deutsche Telekom enquires why does CT discuss here and import a SA discussion in CT. The CT Chairman answers there are conditional links.

ALU this has to be presented carefully in SA as CT6 sent the liaison directly to SA as well.

The CT Chairman asks if the requirements could also be considered Rel-8 requirements.


It is clarified that the addition of new features will not be accepted as the specifications are expected to be discontinued in Rel-9. The decision is made to enforce the SA guidance.


The CT1 chairman is worried that the intention seems to be that the whole IMS-corp feature and would prefer having those expressed as Rel8/9 CRs.



ALU has concerns that CT might take a decision actually before the topic is discussed again in SA.


ALU highlight the fact that the decisions that were made in 3GPP are taken without the customer consent, i.e. without TISPAN having a say. The whole issues ends in that there is a contradiction between the customer need and the internal 3GPP decisions.



Nokia believes that  CT should stick to the SA decision.


The CT1 chairman highlight sthe fact that IMS corp is a Rel-8 work and that this should not come as no surprise, having been publicized as such since creation of the WI.

The consequence is that the CR batch in CP-080532 will not be approved.



CT1 is requested to take notice of liaison in CP-080608 for their next meetings.

ALU comments that section 5.6.1 incorrectly states that approval of CR pack 516 would have to be conditional.


Nokia mentions taht the CRs are indepentendt  from the solutions and that they can be agreed as is. Nokia adds that there will be some fine-tuning needed in the end anyhow.



Ericsson says that a specific solution is mentioned in those CRs and that they are not solution-agnostic.



CT1 chair says that it is clear that the CR pack is conditional to the approval of the removal of emergency in SA2.



The proposal by the CT chairman is to make this a conditional approval at CT-level in the CT status report to SA.


RIM mentions that ITU is about to start work on the ETWS. The question is raised whether 3GPP only requirements are taken into account for the 3GPP work. This is confirmed by CT1 chairman as CT1 is only unofficially aware about the ITU-T work and does not liaise with ITU-T.

NEC expresses the concern that this might slow down work on ETWS in 3GPP. It is clarified that the two topics are separated at the moment and that progress is being made in 3GPP on the ETWS topic.

The decision by SA2 to remove E-IMPU from the emergency registration impacts CT1 work and requires work to find a solution on short notice. CT is requested to give a timeframe for completion of the work as well as ensure that not only a partial solution is found by allowing a further meeting cycle of work.
Discussion:
ALU asks if this is related to the fact that emergency registration is in Rel-7. Ericsson's concern is that there is at present only part of a solution in Rel-7 and that this cannot be left as is. Qualcomm mentions the fact that CT1 has replied back to SA2 saying that the Rel-7 timeframe can be met. Qualcomm acknowledges the need for more work time in CT1 but is surprised that CT and SA are requested to postpone approval of CRs.

NSN has concerns about backward compatibility issues and would like both Rel-7 and Rel-8 addressed in a consistent manner (complete solution or complete removal). NSN believe that the CRs proposed in CP-080516 are not controversial and pave the way to a complete solution. NSN also acknowledges the need for a timeline. Ericsson notes the consistency request from NSN and states that this is the very reason why the CR pack removing part of the E-IMPU from Rel-7 should not be agreed until clear visibility is reached about a solution. ALU wonder why this was not designed from the beginning that the changes should apply from Rel-7 onwards. Qualcomm agrees with the consistency concern but would like the CR pack approved.
It is the understanding of the CT1 chairman that there is a link with SA2 CRs though this is not mentioned in the front pages of the CRs.

The CT Chairman proposes to have a conditional approval for the CR pack in CP-080516, linked to the approval of the SA2 CRs.

NSN believe CT1 needs a bit more time in order to figure out whether the IETF-dependent solution can be used or if the 3GPP self-contained fallback solution has to be used, though it gathered less support.

Ericsson reminds the room that SA2 mentioned that they would remove the E-IMPU if a simple solution could be found by CT1. Now, Ericsson believes CT1 has to highlight its need for more time and leave it up to SA2 to take the decision to postpone the approval of their CR, based on CT1 information.

The CT Chairman proposes to allow for one more meeting cycle and expects that a Rel-8 solution is found (also applicable for Rel-7). The fallback is to remove E-IMPU from Rel-7.
Ericsson points out that CR 2239 in the CP-08516 pack is already adding normative text for a given solution. NSN reply that in any case the URI would be the container for the information whether in the URI body or as part of the URI header in a feature tag.  NSN believes that this therefore a generic and non-oriented statement.

The CT1 Chairman thinks that it is strange that editor's notes are used in Rel-7 specifications. NSN point out that the editor's note have been inserted upon request of those companies that are now pointing them as a reason to block the CR from getting through. NSN believe this is unfair practice and would request consistent behaviour.

The CT1 Chairman request the explanatory document in CP-080630 to be presented first in order to have a proper understanding of the issue 
ALU mention that they will strongly commit to progress the issue. ALU would have preferred the issue to be discussed at WG-level in the first place. RIM believe that IETF has concerns that the URN namespaces are being used as placeholders for all sort of things. RIM suggests 3GPP and IETF officials would request IANA to pre-allocate URN numbers so that there is no need to have undefined values in the specifications (urn:urn-xxx).
The way forward seems to be a conference-call, to be set-up by the editor of the draft. ALU volunteered to organize this conf-call. The CT1 Chairman mentions that if  3GPP is awarded its own TLD, 3GPP would then not depend on IANA registration procedures that take too much time.

AT&T support the proposal to have the TLD. RIM recommends having a technical discussion before that kind of decision is made.  RIM believe that having a single registration point also advantages and recommend not to make a decision in a hurry. The CT1 Chairman points out that this is clearly an outstanding issue and that OMA and 3GPP being awarded namespaces would ease things very much, without hiding anything.
NSN comments that progressing the draft and having a 3GPP namespace are two different issues and would welcome CT to send the message that this is technically needed. NSN notes that only one company is objecting. RIM reply that they are open to both options but request a technical discussion first; they also point out that pre-allocation of URN numbers could also work as any introduction of new names would require involvement of SA2, lowering the need for the ability to make instant decisions.
The CT and CT1 chairmen believe that having the 3GPP TLD would ease management very much. The CT1 Chairman points out that the GSMA got what they wanted in a very short time from IETF.

RIM warns that changing the approach now would be politically have a negative impact the relationship with IETF considering the history. Furthermore, RIM believe that making such move would also not help getting the request progress in anyway.

The CT1 Chairman explains that it is a bit of principle discussion and that it is difficult to understand what is the motivation for the denial for allocation of the new feature tags by IANA. It was proposed that the feature tags are made part of the SIP tree but this has to be further discussed according by RIM. NSN shares the concern from the CT1 Chairman about the lack of progress on this topic. NSN would request that the message is sent to IANA that their behaviour is delaying the work by more than one year now and impacts the whole industry. 540: Ericsson asks why the solution is considered as only useable within Rel-8 network and Rel-8 network.

RIM believe that a Rel-7 network could support outbound as an option. Qualcomm confirms this but this only addresses Rel-7 and not previous releases. RIM is also surprised that an impact on the HSS is identified, which is not the feeling from RIM. NSN admits that an additional registration would be handled in the HSS in the same way as for another (i.e. different) terminal.

615: the contribution from Ericsson is presented as counter balancing the Nokia/NSN input, which is considered as unfairly representing the outbound solution while showing an overly simple alternate solution with multiple private user identity. Nokia/NSN comment that outbound is not as fit as Ericsson believe for the purpose. Nokia/NSN also add that most of the issues Ericsson have with Multiple Private User Identity solution is about forking which is true but is not an issue specific to the IMS multiple registration (NSN argue that both approaches will trigger forking anyway)..

Qualcomm add that in some cases, the P-CSCF implementation has to be hacked in order to support multiple security contexts.

ALU point out problems when using outbound.

RIM believe outbound is a proper solution.

A neutral observer is nominated: Ian Doig from Motorola.

The two questions will be asked at the same time.

The CT1 Chairman explains that it is high time CT came to a conclusion as contenders have now run out of arguments. The CT1 Chairman asks if a simple majority rule could be acceptable.

The CT Chairman requests a show of hand in order to answer the following question:

- would anybody object to standardizing the alternative that will get a simple majority?

No objection is raised and it is agreed that the vote will be run according to this rule.

Ericsson and NSN have a joint discussion paper (543 - Noted) in order to propose a compromise. The proposal is to adopt both technical solutions and later, if needed, to work on interoperability between the two systems. It is expected that, were such a choice made, CT3 could come up with the necessary contributions in order to prepare for interworking. It is mentioned that the receiving entity could support both solutions in order to work with any other entirety.

The CT Chairman notes that it appears that both solutions have been implemented already and believe that a compromise might be the best way forward.

ALU advocate one option only as it is in 3GPP's habits to try and limit the amount of options. ALU believe that it is very unlikely that the specification will in the end be fully in line as with the early implementations and that anyway some of the early implementations would have to go back to the drawing board.

A show of hands is requested in order to know whether there is opposition to the proposal in 543. There are no  companies having an issue with standardizing  both options. ALU mention that they would be able to live with the two solutions being standardised.

The Chairman takes good note that no objection is raised and proposes as the most reasonable way forward is to approve both CT3 CRs once they are fine tuned. The decision is then to postpone 546 and 547 with the request to CT3 to come up with a package at next CT #42.

It is agreed that the text suggestion in document 543 will have to be re-discussed in CT3.

Three concerns are raised in C6-080616:

1) Freezing date for Rel-8

2) Additional WG round of meetings in January 2009

3) Prioritization of documents/topics.

Concerns 1 and 2 are also expressed in CP-080618

The CT Chairman requesst information from the attendance, specifically asking the delegates to point out topics that would be reasons to ask for a shift the freezing date.

The meeting agrees that the targeted freeze date at SA #42 should be confirmed.

The CT Chairman instructs the WG to be prepared to raise exception sheets at CT #42 for the features that would not be completed by then. Topics for which exception sheets will not be raised will be assumed to be frozen at CT #42.

Vodafone reminds the attendance that the risk of modifications at the requirements-level may impact work-items fro which deliverables are already considered mature.

The CT vice-chair seeks clarification in whether alignments with the stage 2 are to be considered "essential corrections" or if an exception sheet needs to be prepared.

The CT chairman explains that the 21.900 explicitly allows Cat. F CRs when a stage1/2/3 specs have to be aligned.

The CT1 chair comments that prioritization should maybe come into the game as the work plan highlights a low completion rate for many items that could in the end be all equally incomplete. Prioritization of TS 24.301 work only could result in inefficient meetings as delegates may not be able to have some time offline while other topics are being handled.


The CT chairman favours adding more meeting time in the first quarter of 2009 and expects feedback as to which the best way would be.to add meeting time. As far as prioritization is concerned, the Chairman instructs the working groups to work on the requirements that are felt more stable.

NSN proposes various options:

- extend meeting time

- restricts topic

They warn about reduced preparation time as well. NSN advise that the solution chosen should allow for a proper balance in preparation time vs meeting time.


More CT WG meeting time for 1Q200 is needed. It was agreed to extend the existing February 2009 meetings by additional 4 days after the already scheduled .
