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1. Introduction
3GPP and BBF have exchanged liaisons on use cases for introducing mobility for broadband accesses.  BBF plans to make use of the mechanisms for mobility and policy control developed as part of EPC.  BBF handled a large number of contributions regarding this at their recent (Sept 14-18, 2009) BBF meeting.  In addition, BBF took the step of agreeing that the work would become a Working Text.

It is expected that BBF will have preliminary drafts of their use cases and requirements available after their December meeting.  In discussions with the BBF leadership, it was felt that a workshop to handover the requirements and assumptions and to give feedback to the BBF would be useful.  It is also useful at this point to understand if there are any architectural impacts from their requirements.
2. Information of the Meeting
It is proposed that this be a SA level workshop.  It would focus on EPC use cases, requirements, and architecture required to support broadband wired accesses.
The agenda would be finalized after the December BBF and 3GPP meetings based on progress of the work.  However so that the organizations can collaborate it is useful to reserve the intention to have a workshop so both organizations can plan for it.
