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ITU-T SG2 is developing a Recommendation named “Guidelines to select Message Identifiers for Land Mobile Alerting Broadcast Capabilities for Civic Purposes” for use by its Member States when deploying cell broadcasting.  We note that message identifiers in the range 100-999 are for use by PLMN operators.  The advice to be given to Member States is to utilize the ranges 500-599 and 900-999 for Civil alerting purpose in discussion and specifications with their national PLMN operators.  We would seek the same allocation of message identifiers in both 3GPP and 3GPP2.We would welcome the opinion of GSM Association as to issues that such advice could raise.  
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
