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Abstract of the contribution: Information on Chinese new year calendar of 2011 and 2012, and It is proposed that the SA chairman provides the information to other TSG/WG leaders for taking it into consideration when scheduling future meetings.
3GPP has a principle that major holidays from the 3 regions (Asia, Europe, North-America) should be avoided when scheduling a meeting. However, as Chinese New Year does not have a fixed date every year, people may more easily schedule a meeting that collides with it due to lack of information. Hence, a certain number of meetings in history have collided with or were quite close to Chinese New Year holiday, which caused Chinese delegates to travel or do preparation work during the most important holiday in China. 
To avoid such kind of schedule conflicts in the future, the Chinese New Year holiday calendar for 2011 and 2012 is provided as follows for information:
1) 2nd Feb (Wednesday) to 8th Feb (Tuesday), 2011. So the two weeks from 31st Jan to 11st Feb 2011 are not suitable for a meeting;
2) 22nd Jan (Sunday) to 28th Jan (Saturday), 2012. So the two weeks from 22nd Jan to 4th Feb 2012 are not suitable for a meeting;
It is proposed that the SA Chairman provides this information to other TSG/WG leaders for taking it into consideration when scheduling future meetings.
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
