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1. Introduction

This document is TSG chairs’ proposal for the way forward in TSG and WG schedule planning.

The meeting schedule discussion has shown strong support for long term planning goal to allow scheduling of 6 WG meetings for the busy working groups. The overall WG and TSG schedule must be planned based on the needs of those groups that need the highest number of meetings. The groups that can cope with less than that maximum number of meetings can omit the meeting time slots they do not need.

2. Proposal

It is proposed that the following steps are implemented in 3GPP scheduling for 2012 and later:
1. Four TSGs each year are scheduled to more clearly accommodate two longer TSG periods intended for two WG meetings and two shorter TSG periods intended for one WG meeting

2. The longer TSG periods should be spread evenly. Summer holiday period is not convenient for multiple meetings, so the 2nd and the 4th TSG period should be extended to allow 2 WG meetings with longer gap

3. TSG leaders are requested to draft a time plan following these principles and to bring it for approval to TSGs #48
