Introduction

This document highlights the sourcing company preference for Rel-12 prioritisation, based on the feature components of ProSe and GCSE_LTE described in SP-130337.
Release 12 prioritisation preference
We support  focusing Rel12 on all and only those feature components more urgently needed to enable Public Safety minimum deployment  (along the lines of U.K. home office / US Dept Of Commerce statements expressed in SP- 130363).

ProSe Communication -  The following components are proposed to be retained in Release 12:
· ProSe communication / direct 1:many

· (B) out of coverage

· (D) in coverage  –  This scenario requires full network control, as per TS 22.278. Unless simplification assumptions on the spectrum allocation are made, both “in-band” (i.e. P.S. services run in the same band as Telco commercial services) and “out-of-band” allocation scenarios will be considered by RAN. Especially in the in-band case, coexistence with commercial services and minimization of mutual disruption of P.S. services vs Commercial services will need to be guaranteed.
· ProSe communication / UE to Network Relay (H)

Note: direct  “1:1” communication can be considered as a subset of “1:many”.

ProSe Discovery should be postponed to Rel13.

We understand that Discovery is not important for Public Safety, rather it may be more appealing for consumer ProSe use cases. 
Also, ProSe Discovery (particularly the LTE Direct Discovery) will take substantial time within 3GPP to complete as SA2 needs more time to work out a suitable “marketable” solution.

· Note that most of the 11 solutions in TR 23.703  are not completely described yet. Some new solutions were submitted to the last SA2 but not handled for lack of time. SA2 needs to give opportunity to all solutions to be included in the TR and to participate to the assessment phase.
In order not to jeopardize work for Public Safety activity, we believe  ProSe Discovery should be postponed to Rel13.

GCSE_LTE -  The following components are proposed to be retained in Release 12:
· Group Management (A)

· Group Comm (TX/RX) (B)

· User Interaction (E)

· Service Continuity (F) 

· Resource efficiency (H)

with the addition of:

· UE-AS Open interface (L):  since group call services will be basically one-to-many “voice over IP”, we propose to reuse as much as possible the IMS/VoLTE framework  (since this is what is going to be used to deliver voice over LTE in commercial LTE networks). This would also bring advantages in terms of economy of scale.

Proposal
It is proposed that the items above are used to shape the 3GPP Rel-12 work to ensure something useful and deployable is completed for Public Safety.
