Transit-IOI-List AVP
The Transit-IOI-List AVP (AVP code 2701) is of type UTF8String and holds the Inter Operator Identifiers (IOI) for the transit networks as generated by the IMS network elements which take responsibility for populating this parameter in a SIP request and response as described in TS 24.229 [202]. Multiple occurrences of this AVP shall be in chronological order, i.e. the value in the SIP request is listed first. If only a value for the SIP response is available, the Transit-IOI-List for the SIP request shall be included with the value "unknown".  
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
