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1. Introduction
In conjunction with SA2 Release Prioritization SP-140416, this paper requests adequate time slot assigned for TEI-13 Cat B/C for 3GPP access in SA2-WG.
2. Discussion
In SP-1401416, the SA2 chairman proposes the following prioritization proposal:

If SA takes no action, the SA2 leadership will allocate time so as to complete work according to an assumed descending prioritization ranking: MCPTT system aspects, eProSe-Ext, DECOR, AESE, MONTE, CSPS_Coord, eCSFB, HLCom, GROUPE, voE_UTRAN_PPD, TEI Cat B/C enhancements.
TEI-13 Cat B/C is essential and important for operators to ensure that small but necessary enhancement needed for deployed network are included in standards in a timely manner. These enhancements are relatively small and typically require a single CR set to the specifications. 
In many cases operators are in need of these enhancements ASAP, i.e. even before the release closes and applied to the existing deployed network. This is especially the case for TEI-13 Cat B/C for 3GPP access.

3. Proposal

Hence, it is proposed that SA plenary provides the following guidance to SA2:

 A.
TEI-13 Cat B/C for 3GPP access is given high priority, and

B.       Slots for TEI-13 Cat B/C for 3GPP access is allocated often especially if requested e.g. once every two SA2 meetings.
