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Abstract of document:

The TS specifies the Stage 1 requirements for a Push to Talk functionality to support Mission Critical voice communication over LTE that can be used by public safety and commercial uses (e.g., utility companies and railways).  

The TS specifies the requirements that are relevant to improve the E-UTRAN, EPC, and application-layer functionality, including applications supported by UEs and external network elements (e.g., Application Servers) supporting Mission Critical voice for LTE, most notably Push To Talk (PTT) group and PTT individual communications involving the EPS and external networking and application interaction.
