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To avoid legal complications it is necessary to revise all current versions of 26.443. This document explains the problem and proposes a solution.

We have been informed that certain modules of the C code associated with 3GPP TS 26.443 "Codec for Enhanced Voice Services (EVS); ANSI C code (floating-point)" contain elements to which copyright vests in third parties. Several code modules (listed below) pertain to Opus source code protected by a three clause BSD copyright licence and should therefore contain an appropriate statement. The lack of this statement has been detected by the copyright holders, who notified the 3GPP Organizational Partners via ETSI, requesting that the relevant text be restored.

If, independently of the above discussion, CRs are approved at the present meeting resulting in versions 12.6.0 and/or 13.2.0, these new versions will of course include the necessary copyright text.

The ETSI Legal team has informed the other 3GPP Organizational Partners of the situation, and has proposed that any OP transpositions into local standards publications which may have been performed – for example, ETSI has transposed all eight versions – should without delay withdraw those transpositions, and replace them with transpositions of the "dot one" versions.
