Introduction

eCall over IMS enables the operator to support end-to-end eCall over IMS emergency calling (i.e., when IVS, MNO, and PSAP all support eCall over IMS emergency calling) and allows improvements in functionality and the user experience (e.g., some limitations due to the current technical solution of using an in-band modem to transfer the minimum set of data in a TS12 call will cease to exist).

Description

This feature enable the 3GPP system to support eCall based on IMS emergency calls over EPS that allows in the the long-term phase out of CS core and access networks. The work was based on service requirements defined in TS 22.101 [1].

Based on stage-1 requirements functionality was introduced by SA2:

Support of eCall on IMS Emergency Services using the PS domain is only supported over LTE. 
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
