Justification

The Rel-15 network management specifications support service providers in their provisioning of a variety of networks to support various types of communication services. 

For the reduction of the cost of provisioning and to enhance the quality of experience of the customers, a new standard for management of communication services may be required. A communication service provider may offer various types of communication services to various types of customers such as another service provider, a network operator, enterprise or user-group. Management of communication services requires a management service that can interact with other management services, internal and external to the service providers’ organisation. 
The purpose of this SID is to study the communication services management requirements and solutions that provide a base for all types of networks carrying communication services including dedicated and shared networks. The study investigates the nature of the consumer of management services associated with communication services such as for example an external business or group of end-users of certain category. 

The management of communication services is applicable to all phases of the communication service lifecycle.

a) Reduction of cost of managing communication services;

b) Enable the benefits of automation by identifying management interfaces;
