1. Overall description:

3GPP TSG SA would like to inform IALA of the 5G standardisation in 3GPP for maritime fields as well as other business sectors that are called as verticals in 3GPP.
3GPP have been standardising 5G standards since 2016 with a phased approach to the delivery of the standards. The first phase of 5G standards was delivered in June 2018 as 3GPP Release 15 specifications and a second phase would be delivered by the end of 2019 as 3GPP Release 16 specifications.

3GPP 5G standards address three major use case families: Enhanced mobile broadband; Massive machine type communications; Ultra-reliable low latency communications. The intention of supporting these families was to ensure that new industry sectors might make use of 3GPP 5G specifications to meet their particular needs. Example of verticals are the public safety, automotive and manufacturing industries. Companies working in those verticals have joined 3GPP as members and have contributed to the development of 3GPP technologies that meet requirements from those verticals. Maritime domain also started to be taken into account in 3GPP when 3GPP SA WG1 started the maritime related works in 2016. 
Considering that the maritime industry, one of the 5G verticals in 3GPP is moving forward with the digitalisation and mobilisation of commercial as well as safety fields, 3GPP TSG SA would like to inform IALA of the work in progress and welcome feedback and contributions from IALA, through 3GPP members, to address maritime specific situations based on requirements derived from maritime use cases.
3GPP TSG SA looks forward to further collaboration between 3GPP and IALA for ongoing development of the digitalisation and mobilisation of the maritime domain related requirements.
