Introduction
At present, the rules for proposing acronyms for new Work Items seem to be rather ambiguous and, as a consequence, different Working Groups and Technical Specification Groups have adopted different approaches.
The WID template states:

Acronym: {Propose an acronym. Final acronym to be confirmed at the plenary. The sign "-" is a level separator between (Feature)-(Building Block)-(Work Task). The sign "_" can be freely used. Studies have to start by "FS_". Each acronym level has to be simple and short, 7 characters max recommended.} 
This contribution proposes to clarify these rules as to improve the cross-TSG consistency.

Proposal
Some groups see the need to propose a different acronym for the WID that covers their part of the work.

E.g. if the WID "PARLOS" was proposed in SA1, SA2 might propose "PARLOS-Arc", SA3 might propose "PARLOS-Sec" and CT might propose "PAROS-CT" (or PARLOS_CT"…) to cover CT WGs work.

In some other cases, different WGs/TSGs propose a brand new acronym for covering their part of the work, e.g., for defining 5G Phase 1, "SMARTER" was used in SA1, "5GS_Ph1" was used in SA2, "5GS_Ph1-sec" was used in SA3, etc.

This is confusing and should be avoided as it adds useless complexity.
It is proposed that all WIDs relating to all the necessary parts of a feature have the same acronym.

The rule in the WID template should apply to different independent parts of a Feature, that can be completed independently, e.g. it makes sense to differentiate " NETSLICE-MNFV5G" and "NETSLICE-5GNRM" since these two aspects might be specified independently.

Conclusion

It is proposed to "keep it simple" and use the same acronym for all the necessary constituent WIDs of a same Feature.
E.g. "PARLOS" should be used as a single acronym for all the WIDs needed for the completion of the work.

Having more complex acronym structure should be limited to independent parts of a Feature, i.e. to parts that can be independently completed and might need to be moved independently to different Releases.
The rule in italics for "Acronym" in the WID template can be clarified accordingly.
