Justification

As defined in 3GPP TS 23.501, LADN (Local Area Data Network) is a feature which supports the access to a DN via a PDU session only available in a specific service area.
In Release 16 LADN is defined as follows;
· The LADN Information (i.e. LADN service area information and LADN DNN) is configured in the AMF on a per DN basis
· A LADN service area is defined as a set of Tracking Areas.

The support of LADN is important for the support of edge computing, as described in clause 5.13 of TS 23.501. For the 5G system, the flexibility to provide on-demand services is still sought for, and from the operator’s and service provider’s perspective, introducing flexibly the LADN services should be considered. 

So, enhanced mechanisms for more flexible LADN support should be investigated.

This work item aims at providing more flexible options for LADN deployments by relaxing the assumptions on Rel-16 mechanism to support LADN. 

4
Objective

This work item specifies the following aspects:
· how to enable flexibility to configure a LADN Service Area by allowing modification at specific times (e.g. of the day, of the week)

· whether and how to enable more granularity for the definition of LADN service area information 

The work item should strive to reuse Rel-16 LADN architecture baseline.
