Handling of ICMP, remote deployment scenario should be considered in eNB :

· the Router Advertisement is marked as Not Permitted. This is too strict to eNBs if considering the 33.117 was specified with the background of MME. Because in the case the eNBs is configured by remote deploymented, Router Advertisement is used to help eNBs to get IPv6 address and updating the configuration complying with the transport network.

· Echo Reply can be sent by default for eNBs, because Echo Reply is always used for debugging during the remote deployment. For example, in case of failured remote deployment, Echo Reply is used to debug and locate the problem at eNB or at transport network.
