Justification

The asset tracking topic implies more than just knowing the location of an asset. Asset tracking includes real time and/or time-stamped monitoring of several asset-related properties depending on the asset and its content (e.g., condition of the asset and changes, environmental factors – temperature, mechanical shock). 
The introduction of low power type of IoT connectivity (LPWAN/mMTC) has offered the opportunity to track asset easilier and in an affordable way. This created an higher demand for supporting asset tracking in all its aspects in particular in term of coverage (need to support full coverage: e.g., indoor / urban / rural / harsh environments / metallic obstructions on land, sea) with the support of terrestrial and non terrestrial network as well as use of relays when necessary and in term of energy efficiency (15 to 20 years’ lifetime of an asset tracking device without changing the battery or the UE).

Therefore, incorporating such capabilities in 5G will make the 5G system the ultimate reference for asset tracking.
