Dependency on non-3GPP (draft) specification:

Justification
Support of IMS emergency service in a non-public network is largely dependent on local regulation. A private network in the US which provides an outbound real-time two-ways voice communication to a PSTN is required to support emergency service to PSAP (ref: FCC 19-76). 
In Rel-16, 3GPP has specified the support of “Non-public network” using 5G system (NPN, as defined in TS 22.261 subclause 6.25). SA2 has subsequently defined two types of NPN (in TS 23.501): “Public network integrated NPN (PNI-NPN)” and “standalone non-public network (SNPN)”. For PNI-NPN, IMS emergency service can be supported as part of the Rel-16, based on local regulatory requirements. However, the support of IMS emergency services for SNPN is not specified; hence, deploying outbound voice service in SNPN without supporting emergency service will not be able to meet local regulatory requirement if required.

The objective of this WID is to define the requirements (if required by the local regulation) to support IMS voice with emergency services in standalone non-public networks (SNPN).
