Background
As 3GPP is still conducting all its work via e-meetings a discussion on PCG level has been triggered on how to handle Technical Voting and Elections during this situation. This paper summarizes the conclusions taken so far on e-voting and proposes a temporary solution for elections during the e-meeting period.

Voting During 3GPP E-Meetings (“e-voting”)
PCG has approved a new Annex I to the 3GPP Working Procedures entitled “Special Procedures for Exceptional Situations Restricting Travel”, which introduces and regulates the details of Technical Voting during 3GPP e-meetings. This also implicitly enables WGs and TSGs to take formal Working Agreements during 3GPP e-meetings. 
Note that this newly introduced Annex I does not address election matters.

For Approval: Elections During 3GPP E-Meetings

The PCG WP ad-hoc will start another discussion on election matters in the context of 3GPP e-meetings on the 5th of July. It is foreseen that these discussion will be concluded by the PCG meeting in September. 

To address the intermediate period until the PCG conclusion it is hereby proposed that: 
All elections of 3GPP WG officials are postponed until the PCG concludes its discussions. All current 3GPP WG officials would stay in office until that time. 

Should a 3GPP official decide to step down during this intermediate period the corresponding group would be temporarily led by the Vice Chair or a Convenor until formal elections can be held.
